Algeria, Iraq, Libya, Saudi Arabia, Syria, United Arab Emirates, and Yemen

Visa Requirements:

A valid passport for at least six (6) months from the date of entry

IRA

Visas cannot be granted without the approval of the Irag Ministry of
Foreign Affairs. After completing the application form and sending it to the
Ministry, the embassy will inform the applicant of the decision.

Investors, companies and businessmen who wish to obtain a regular visa to
Iraq for the purpose of investment should send a request with the company
information, prior to the date of the visit, to the National Commission for

Investment (p.r.nic@investpromo.gov.iq). The commission will obtain the
necessary approvals and inform the embassy or mission.

No visas are being issued at the present time.

v' Copy of an electronic invitation letter signed and stamped by a Saudi
chamber of Commerce along with a copy of company’s registration
certificate.

v' Letter addressed to the Consular section from a registered company
or firm based in Canada signed and stamped by a chamber of
Commerce or Board of Trade. Along with a copy of company’s
registration certificate, the letter must include the_name of the
applicant in full, religion, nationality, passport number, occupation,
name of the Saudi co., the purpose of the trip, length of stay, number
of entries.

Qatar Barzan gas project seeks
$4.7billion loan — Qatar Petroleum and
Exxon Mobil expect proposals soon from
banks on this syndicated loan.

India’s Reliance pulls out of Oman
offshore oil project, abandoning plans to
develop oil exploration block six years
after inking the agreement.

Dubai Duty Free to help finance
airport expansion — State backed
retailer will inject funds to finance
fourth concourse at Dubai
International.

Oman plans to raise government
spending by 9% in 2012 — Senior
finance ministry official says money
will finance projects and create more
jobs for nationals.

According to the latest quarterly
Bayt.com Jobs Index survey, 54% of
MENA firms are likely to hire new staff
in Q3 — Overall employers in Saudi
Arabia and Qatar said they were more
likely to hire than others, with 33%
and 31% respectively saying that their
organizations will definitely be
recruiting.

Qatar plans to invest up to $25billion
on infrastructure and tourism in the
run-up to hosting the World Cup
tournament.

Bahrain is set to see its economy
contract by 1.6% this year on the back
of the social unrest that hit the
country early this year. Investment,
consumption and trade are all
expected to trend lower, Business
Monitor International has said in a
new report.

A reconsideration of Kuwait’s
privatization laws would bolster the
country’s efforts to attract investors
for its build-operate-transfer projects,
according to Kuwait Projects Company
(KIPCO). It was said that the legislation
introduced so far in Kuwait fell short
of offering investors the incentive and
security they were looking for, given

the extent of the slowdown caused
by the global economic crisis.

The UAE central bank plans to
review its retail lending rules at the
beginning of next year, an official
from the central bank’s supervision
was reported as saying. The UAE
said in February that it would curb
excessive bank charges to
consumers in a rollout of wider
regulations aimed at stopping
excessive lending practices seen
during the oil boom years of 2007-
2008.

Dubai’s trade with the world in the
first five months of the year rose by
27% compared to the same period
last year. Total direct trade reached
more than AED289billion
compared to AED228billion,
according to statistics released by
Dubai Custom:s.

Qatar is eyeing 78% rise in hotel
room numbers. Its hotel sector will
grow by nearly 80% if all the
properties in its development open
for business, industry experts said.
Other countries that report
significant growth are Oman and
the UAE.
